We have reoccupied and renovated our office in Orlando, Fl.  The administrative office moved to Orlando in November of 2003.  The laboratory returned to Orlando in June of 2004.

Founder, President and Practitioner.  Mobile Prosthetics & Orthotics, Inc. was dedicated to bringing comprehensive, professional prosthetic and orthotic services to the patient in the privacy and comfort of their own home.  By providing the appropriate device, properly fitted and aligned along with education and compassionate care, our goal was to restore mobility and independence to the homebound patient.
